Team Awards

Team-All

This award goes to the team with the most registered walkers.

To qualify as a team there must be five or more registered walkers who
collectively raise a minimum of $250. Each team member receives a
Partnership Walk T-shirt and embroidered fleece blanket.

Team-High

This award goes to the team with the highest dollar amount collected.

The team must have five or more registered walkers who collectively raise

a minimum of $250. Each team member receives a Partnership Walk T-shirt
and embroidered fleece blanket.

To qualify for awards, all contributions must be received on or before Walk Day.
Team walkers must be pre-registered.
